The Pinewood Derby is about fun, fellowship and sportsmanship. The rules are a tool designed to provide an equal playing field. If you are unsure about a rule, ask a unit leader to avoid any unpleasant “game day” surprises. 
1. Have FUN! 
2. Parents and Scouts should work together to build the car. 
3. Limits on car construction are included in each kit. The wood, wheels and nails in the kit MUST be used.  If you are attempting to get as close to the weight limit as possible, make sure you have a plan to adjust the weight on site (ex. shaving or removing a weight). The judges’ scale is extremely accurate and its reading will be final. 
4. All heats are electronically timed.  The winner receives 4 points, second place 3 points, third place 2 points and fourth place 1 point.  The car with the most points at the end wins.
5. Prize will be awarded for best overall score (1st, 2nd and 3rd) and best den score (1st only).  Best overall score recipients will not be eligible for best den score.
6.  Fans' Choice, Judges' Choice and best theme awards will also be given for design.  Particular emphasis will be placed on the level of youth involvement apparent in the effort.  
7. Construction of ALL entries MUST have begun AFTER last year's races. 
8. Only one car may be registered by any person in the Pinewood Derby. 
9. Only dry lubricants such as graphite or powdered Teflon "white lube" will be allowed for lubricating the wheels to prevent fouling of the track. 
10.  Generally, no modifications to cars, including the addition of lubricant, may be made after the race has begun unless a car is damaged.  However, the judges may make exceptions to allow for the modification of exceptionally poor performing cars. (Remember, the point is to have fun and no boy wants to come in a distant 4th place in every race.)
11. Details such as the steering wheel, driver, decals, painting, and interior detail are permissible as long as these details do not exceed the maximum length, width, and weight specifications. 

Unlimited Class 
Scouts, Parents and Siblings may participate in this class.  Participants may use "after market" wheels, axels, etc., but for the safety of the track must adhere to standard height, width and weight restrictions.  The top three finishers will receive a ribbon.
